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Abstract : The purpose of this study is a descriptive research study to confirm the relationship
between gender sensitivity, sexual assertiveness, and dating violence among nursing students and to
identify factors that effect dating violence. The 366 nursing students who were the subject of the study
were satisfied, and the collected data was analyzed using t—test, ANOVA, correlation, and multiple
regression. The research results show a significant positive relationship between gender sensitivity and
sexual assertiveness (r=,172, p<{.001), and a significant negative relationship between gender sensitivity
and dating violence (r=-.105, p<.005), and a significant negative relationship was also found between
sexual assertiveness and dating violence (r=-.024, p<0.05). The influencing factors for dating violence
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were age (£=.184) and grade (£=.145), and the explanatory power for dating violence was found to
be 7.1%. Based on the results of this study, it is necessary to develop and apply a program to prevent

dating violence among nursing students.
