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Abstract The purpose of this study was to examine the effect of entrepreneurial environment factors on the
entrepreneurial intentions of college students. The results of the study were as follows. Looking at the average
of entrepreneurial intention, it was 3.05 out of 5 points, and the average of start-up environmental factors was
3.65 points for subjective norms, 3.57 points for entrepreneurial attitude, 3.56 points for intrinsic motivation, and
2.75 points for behavior control. Extrinsic motivation was followed by 2.58 points. When examining the
correlation between the entrepreneurial environment factors of college students' entrepreneurial intention, it was
found that they have a static correlation coefficient, and as a result of analyzing the effect of the start-up
environmental factors on the entrepreneurial intention, it was found that the entrepreneurial attitude (t = 3.269,
p<.001), behavior control (t = 5.603, p<.001), intrinsic motivation (t = -3.812, p<.001), and extrinsic motivation
(t = -2.887, p<.01) had an effect on the entrepreneurial intention.
