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A Study on the Development of Disaster Nursing
Education Program for Nursing Students :
Expert Interviews and Qualitative Content Analysis
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Abstract The purpose of this study is to provide basic data for the development of a disaster nursing
education program for nursing students. This study conducted in-depth interviews with seven experts,
including emergency medical technicians, disaster nurses at public health centers, and professors of nursing in
charge of disaster nursing, and analyzed the data using content analysis, a qualitative research method. As a
result of the study, the composition of the disaster nursing education program was derived as ‘Definition and
category of disaster, National disaster system, Response and collaboration with related organizations, Triage at
disaster site, and The role of nurse in a disaster situation.” The operation of the curriculum was derived as
‘step-by-step application from lower grades to upper grades, basic stage theory education stage, advanced
stage 1 team activities and individual training education by learning content, and advanced stage 2 operation
in the form of tabletop exercise, field-training exercise or simulation.” Based on this study, the development of
a disaster nursing education program is suggested.
