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Abstract The purpose of this study was to verify the effect of the social parental role and attitude of
prospective parents recognized by adolescents on childbirth plans and child rearing, and the mediating effect
of parental role confidence. Based on the data collected from 614 male and female high school students in D
Metropolitan City who cooperated in advance, the study results were derived through Baron & Kenny's
three-step regression analysis. First, it was found that the social parental role and attitude as prospective
parents perceived by adolescents had a positive (+) effect on birth plans and child rearing. Second, it was
found that the social parental role and attitude as prospective parents perceived by adolescents had a positive
(+) effect on parental role confidence. Third, it was found that the social parental role and attitude as
prospective parents perceived by adolescents had a positive (+) effect on childbirth plans and child rearing by
mediating parental role confidence as a positive (+) effect. Based on these research results, it is hoped that it
will be provided as basic data for the development of policies and programs related to low birth rates.
