The Tasks for Christian Education as a Posthuman
Practical Theology

Abstract

Purpose of Study : The purpose of this essay is to explore the tasks for Christian educa—
tion as a posthuman practical theology, with a focus on the discussions surrounding trans—
humanism, posthumanism, and critical posthumanism.

Research Content and Method : To achieve this purpose, this essay performs a liter—
ature—based, interdisciplinary conversation that focuses on transhumanism and posthumanism
discourses. It also examines these posthuman theories from a transversal disciplinary dia—
logue between posthumasnism and theology with a focus on technology and ecology. This
essay employs roughly methodology of  practical theology to propose tasks for Christian
education.

Conclusions and Suggestions : In conclusion, the tasks for Christian education as a post—
human practical theology include: first, research and interpretation of posthuman contexts
with a descriptive—empirical approach; second, posing biblical and theological norms for
posthuman telos; third, inter—subjectivity and faith formation through the networking en—
tanglement and becoming; fourth, establishing a theory—practice relationship based on theo—
poiesis; fifth, forming the church as a symbiotic educational community; and sixth, re—
configuring public paideia toward the zoe of the Kingdom of God as the common good.
